Discussion Items

17.2.1

Proposal for New Structure for M.Sc. Programs

The proposed structure was discussed in detail and opinion was sought from the
members. Accordingly, the Sanate has agreed and in principally approved the new
structure for the M.Sc. program. The new structures will be implemented from the
academic year 2019-20. Based on this, the departments can prepare proposal for
course content of the program compulsory and elective courses and get it reviewed
in presence of a department wise course content peer review committee before end
of April 2019.

Proposal for New Structure for M.Tech. Programs and specialised M.Tech.
Programs by the Department of Computer Science and Engineering,
Electrical Engineering, Mechanical Engineering and Mathematics

The proposed structure was discussed in detail and opinion was sought from the
members. Accordingly, the Sanate has agreed and in principally approved the new
structure for the M.Tech. program. The new structures will be implemented from the
academic year 2019-20. Based on this, the departments can prepare proposal for
course content of the program compulsory and elective courses and get it reviewed
in presence of a department wise course content peer review committee before end
of April 2019 for final approval by the senate.

The Senate discussed the matter at length and in principally approved the starting
of following specialised M.Tech. programs from the academic year 2019-20.

In view of the above, the existing M.Tech. in Electrical Engineering and Mechanical
Engineering will be discontinued from the academic year 2019-20.

However, senate has raised the issues of availability of books in library and man
power requirements of the planned laboratories for the courses to be addressed. It
was advised that all the programs must have eligibility criteria prescribed by the
respective departments. Moreover, on the degree certificate only the specialization
will be mentioned rather than writing the name of the respective department. This
format of degree certificates will be uniform as per the other IITs. The final degree
format will be presented to the senate for final approval.

17.2.3

Proposal for new programs- dual degree M.Tech. & Ph.D.

The proposed dual degree M.Tech. and Ph.D. program was well accepted by the
Senate towards making the existing Ph.D. programs more attractive and
competitive. Senate had recommended in principal approval for the same. The
program will be offered across the departments from the academic year 2019-20.

The Senate has agreed on no-exit option for the proposed program. However, there
will be a possibility to convert in part-time after three years. No degree will be
awarded if he quits at any point of time before completion.

Senate decided that the dual degree program can be offered with all existing
M.Tech. programs.

Senate also decided, that a department can offer M.Tech-Ph.D dual degree
programme without offering stand-alone M.Tech programme in the corresponding
specialisation.




Accordingly, department of mechanical engineering will also offer a M.Tech.-Ph.D.
dual degree program in Design, Manufacturing and Thermofluids, and the
department of electrical engineering will offer a M.Tech.-Ph.D. dual degree program
in Communication Engineering.

The Senate has empowered the chair to approve any additional integrated M.Tech.-
Ph.D. programs following the same structure.

17.2.4

Proposal of post B.Tech.- Ph.D. program

The Senate has recommended dropping of direct Ph.D programme for B.Tech/M.Sc
students for the units offering M.Tech-Ph.D dual degree programmes (other than the
Dept. of Mathematics). Senate authorised Chairman, Senate to approve any
additional exception to this rule.

17.2.5

New dual degree M.Sc.-M.Tech. program by the Department of Mathematics
and Physics & Materials Science and Engineering

The senate has welcomed the proposal of M.Sc.-M.Tech. dual degree program from
the academic year 2019-20 and approved in principally.

The department of Mathematics will offer M.Sc. in Mathematics and M.Tech. in Data
and Computational Science. However, Senate did not approve the dual degree
programme M.Sc. in Physics and M.Tech. in Materials Science and Engineering

As an eligibility for admission to the proposed program, JAM qualified candidate will
be considered as per existing norms of M.Sc. programs. Students with CPI 8.0 or
more than 8.0 in M.Sc will be eligible for assistantship during M.Tech.

17.2.6

Proposal of Executive M.Tech. Programs for the existing and proposed
M.Tech. Programs

The proposal was deliberated at length and was in principally approved by the
Senate. Moreover, the Senate had advised the chairman as well as the departments
to resolve the operational issues during the implementation. In context of setting
the eligibilities, the Senate had suggested to take into account the following key
points. The candidate may be even self-sponsored, but must have a minimum of 2
years of industry experience. The institute must conduct appropriate admission test
to select deserving candidates. The minimum duration of the program would be 18
months.

17.2.7

Seat Matrix for Admission in Academic Year 2019-20 with EWS

The proposed seat matrix was studied by the Senate and suggested one
rearrangement in EWS seat. The additional one seat which has been assigned to
B.Tech. (Bio Technology), has to move to B.Tech. (Computer Science and
Engineering). This rearrangement makes the final seats for B.Tech. (Bio Technology)
as 60, and B.Tech. (Computer Science and Engineering) to 93.

Request to submit Ph.D. Thesis in the Department of Computer Science and
Engineering - Mr. Saurabh Maheshwari (PG201182010) originally enrolled
in the CoE, ICT

The issue was discussed and Senate has recommended that the student can submit
his thesis in ICT/ or department of Electrical Engineering.
